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Clinical Audit New Features January 2009
It just keeps happening!!! The CAT gets better all the time. The big changes made in late January are:

· Ability to save your search criteria
· Ability to filter on result date – e.g. filter out results that are older than 12 months – you can pick the time frame

· Better Diabetes SIP reporting

(More detail on the first 2 under the paragraphs on the National Performance Indicators) 
PLUS there are a number of really “friendly changes”
· The Recalculate button changes to red when a filter change occurs – this is a great visual reminder to make you click the Recalculate button.
· The Gardasil graph removes the “from Age 9” from the title when an age range is added (removes the confusion this caused).
· When you create a “Re-identify Report” a patient count is included.
National Performance Indicators (NPIs)

This is one of the Standard Reports in the CAT. The division needs to collect these from our CAT practices and forward an aggregated report to DoHA - there is no identifiable patient information in the report, simply statistics. Upon receiving your practice’s NPI report the figures will be aggregated with other practice NPI reports into the one report – once this occurs your NPI report will be deleted.
What are the National Performance Indicators?
The National Performance Indicators (NPIs) are statistical information of key clinical areas (Diabetes, CHD and pap smear screening) provided by practices to the division. Data derived from the practices is aggregated to provide information for division, state and national levels to facilitate improved population health planning. At the practice level you can use the statistics to facilitate improved patient care and better clinical recording.
Sending the information to the division

This is a 4 step process:
1.
Create a folder to store the 3 NPIs

2.
Create a new “Collect”

3.
Save the NPI report

4.
eMail the 3 reports to Noel (noel@nevdgp.org.au )

Searches

Saving Searches
This is best shown by example. We will create a search for all active CHD patients, not on beta-blockers or diuretics, and then save the search.
1.
General Tab: 
Last Visit = Active

2.
Conditions Tab: 
Cardiovascular = Yes
3.
Medications Tab:
Beta-blockers/Anti-hypertensives = No; Diuretics = No

4.
Click on Recalculate
5.
Click on the Saved Filters tab and then click on the Save New Filter
6.
Give the filter a name.

Retrieving a Saved Search

1.
Click on the Saved Filters tab

2.
Click once on the Filter Name
3.
Click on Recalculate button
Filter results by date

This is best shown by example. We will create a search for patients with diabetes who have had results in the last 12 months.
1.
General Tab: 
Last Visit = Active2


2.
Conditions tab:
Diabetes = Yes

3.
Results tab:
<= 6 months

4.
Click on Recalculate
5.
Click on the HbA1c tab and you can identify the patients with No HbA1c Recorded – you may wish to compare this with last recorded result in last 24 months.
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Making CAT available to multiple users
In many cases when we installed CAT it was on the C drive of a single PC and all extracts were saved only to that PC. You are however, able to save the extracts to the server and then access those extracts from any PC on the network
1.
On the C drive of the server create a folder called ClinicalAudit.

2.
Open Clinical Audit on your local PC and from the Edit menu select Preferences.

3.
Next to Extract Directory click on the Browse button and navigate your way to the ClinicalAudit folder on the server and then click OK (you may want to copy any previous extracts from the ClinicalAudit folder on your C drive to the ClinicalAudit folder on the server.
4.
You need to install CAT on the other computers. Instructions to do this are here. Make sure on the new installations you change the extract folder to the server as outlined in points 2-3 above.

Keep that data clean
PEN CAT users quickly realise (or have it enforced) that the quality of the data from the Clinical Audit Tool is only as good as what you put in. A practice must work towards achieving clean and accurate clinical data using the correct tools within their clinical software. 

We have installed the CAT in over 40 practices and where we have been able to collect additional datasets there has been a quality improvement of the clinical data in every case! In particular, practice managers/nurses/GPs have been able to put steps in place to improve the percentage of allergy and smoking status as well as cleaning up “undefined diabetes”. 
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
