We have been informed by the TGA that the drug Prexige can cause potential serious liver complications in patients and has been consequently recalled.

 

Patients are advised:

-  to cease Prexige

-  return unused Prexige to their pharmacist
-  immediately make an appointment with the surgery for alternative medications and possible liver function testing.
