How can the Aged Care Home help?


However, the Aged Care Home may assist the GP by:

1. Identifying residents requiring CMA & alert GP

a. New admissions

b. Current resident (see over)

2. Assisting in obtaining consent to CMA from resident or relative (may be included in “consent to medical treatment” at admission)

3. Encouraging the GP to ‘book’ a time for CMA


Note: The General Practice Nurse employed by the GP may assist with information collection

There is NO requirement for Aged Care Home staff to 


contribute to the preparation of a CMA








Reasons for new CMA





New admission


For existing residents, where it is required in the opinion of the resident’s GP, eg because of a significant change in the resident’s


medical condition


physical function


or psychological function





Other examples include:


Discharge from an acute care facility in the previous 4 weeks


Significant change to medication regimen in the last 3 months


Falls in the last 3 months


Change in level of care classification (eg from low care to high care)


Transfer from another facility
