GP Steps

New Admission to Aged Care Home

The Aged Care Home will spend the first 6 weeks preparing a Care Plan so the following is a suggested routine for the GP to manage a new admission 

Often the date of admission is not known until the last minute so there may be no opportunity to forewarn the GP of a resident’s arrival


DAY 1 


the new resident may have a medication chart that can be used for a few days if admitted from an Acute Hospital & possibly when transferred from another Residential Care Facility. However residents admitted from home will definitely need a medication chart written on day of admission.

GP office staff can organise resident or NOK to sign:

· Transfer of medical records form

· Consent to EPC items form

ACH staff:

· Fax copy of sheet recording NOK details & MEPOA to GP
